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From the Headmaster
Dear Parents,

| want to thank the parents, faculty, staff, students, and board members
who helped us gather information over the past year as to what you felt
needed improvement. We used this input to develop a self-study for our
SACS/SAIS/MAIS aceditation visit we had this spring. The purpose for this
self-study was to develop a School Improvement Plan for PCS with an action
plan that would give us a guide for improvement for the next three to five
years.

The process required us to take a good long look at ourselves through the
data that we collected. A committee made up of a cross section of faculty,
staff, administration, and board members identified five areas for
improvement and developed a plan to address the sub points in each area.
The five areas were 1) Curriculum, 2) Spiritual Life, 3) Technology, 4)
Facilities, and 5) Fine Arts/Extracurricular.

Each of these five areas has sub points and reasons each was identified.
A summary of these areas follows.
